e Please include 3 to 5 letters of recommendation (do not include more than 5 letters).

e Should be from people who applicant knows personally, and should attest to applicant’s
character, motivation to serve, and integrity.

e Letters should be mailed directly to Congressman Walberg’s Jackson office (see address below)
or included in a sealed envelope in the applicant’s nomination application packet.

Please mail or bring in your completed, signed, and dated application package to Congressman
Walberg’s Jackson office. Remember, all materials MUST be received or postmarked by Friday, October
28, 2016.
